	Achievement Objective(s) 
· Understand how the Treaty of Waitangi is responded to differently by people in different times and places.

· Understand how cultural interaction impacts on cultures and societies.


	Learning Outcome(s) and/or Learning Intentions
· Students will be able to explain how the British persuaded the Maori to sign the Treaty of Waitangi.
· Students will also be able to assess the response of the Maori on the day of the signing.
	Assessment and/or Success Criteria
Students will explain where the Treaty travelled around the country and identify areas where it was not signed. Students will list the reasons the Treaty was not signed in these areas.

Students will use one of their key competencies ‘Thinking’ to discuss why they think the Maori signed the Treaty and what methods the British used to persuade them.


	Key Competency Focus

Thinking, Relating to others – students will develop these competencies through group work and critical thinking about the information given to them. They will not be spoon fed, they will need to negotiate and share ideas in pairs while extracting information from the resources.

	Starter

I have, who has?
Watch ‘You Tube’ clip ‘What Really Happened?’ (part 3) – (starting at 9.40 & part 4)
Silent reading ‘Gathering Signatures from around the Country’ 
In pairs answering the focus questions on video and reading.
Break

Cartoon handout – students will depict what they think each character is saying and the move back/move forward task.
Students complete a spider diagram on everything they have learnt today. 

	Direct I have who has, checking the answer sheet making sure students get the correct answers..

You tube clip will be loaded prior to class – start at the end of part 3 and the whole of part 4.

Walk around the class making sure that students are sticking to the task. Take the role
Allow the students 5 minutes in their pairs and then lead a discussion on the focus questions. Who, what, when, where, why?

Handout cartoons while students are having a break

Work together as a class with the handouts. Making sure students are writing relevant answers to the questions. Ask students for their input along the way.

Hand out A3 paper to students who must record everything they have learnt today. Teacher to take in A3 paper after class to check the knowledge of students.

	Teacher Evaluation
