	Unit Learning Outcome #1

Students will be able to discuss how the interaction between the British and Maori impacted on Maori culture and society.
Unit Learning Outcome #2

Students will be able to discuss the role the Treaty of Waitangi has played on the history of New Zealand.
Unit Learning Outcome #3
Students will be able to discuss and compare the responses of the New Zealand Maori and of the British during the 1840’s in regards to the signing of the Treaty of Waitangi
Unit Learning Outcome #4
Students will be able to compare and contrast the responses to the Treaty of Waitangi between the 1840’s to the 1970’s.

Unit Learning Outcome #5
Students will be able to access the response of the Treaty of Waitangi post the establishment of the Waitangi tribunal.


	Discuss the first contact between Maori and the British. By watching short segments of the documentary ‘What really happened?’ students will be able to gain a colorful insight on how these two cultures interacted. Students will also look at the way Maori culture and society has changed post the arrival of the British (schooling, language and customs).
Students will look at the reasons behind the Treaty of Waitangi and use one of their ‘Key Competencies’ (Thinking) to debate how New Zealand would be in today’s society if the Treaty of Waitangi did not exist. 
Using the resources supplied and the documentary ‘What Really Happened? (part 3)’, students will look at the reasons behind the signing of the Treaty of Waitangi. In groups students will compare and contrast the views of British and Maori while highlighting the reasons of both parties for signing the Treaty. 
Students will look at the impact of the Treaty of Waitangi in 1840 and compare it to the impact it had on the lives of people in the 1970’s. Students will also look at conflicts that occurred due to the Treaty and be able to understand why these conflicts occurred and how they were resolved.
This outcome will encourage students to gain an understanding of the Waitangi Tribunal. They will gain knowledge on why the Waitangi Tribunal was established and what the role of it is in today’s society. Students will also look in depth at large claims made to the Waitangi Tribunal and investigate claim that are still to be settled. By doing this students will gain an explicit understanding of the response to the Treaty after the establishment of the tribunal.
	In groups, students will prepare a resource which shows the impact that the British had on New Zealand’s Maori society. In groups students will debate whether Maori society was better off prior to British arrival and present their findings to the rest of the class
After looking at a number of resources, in pairs students will highlight positives and negatives of the Treaty. ICT will be used to design a PowerPoint presentation debating whether they think the Treaty is good or bad making sure they back their opinions up with accurate evidence from the resource.

In groups students will design a Wiki page that highlights the view points of Maori pre and post the signing of the Treaty and compare them to the British view points of the Treaty. Students will present their pages to the rest of the class answering any questions that fellow students or teachers may have regarding their pages.  

In pairs students will construct a time line from 1840 up to 1970. On this timeline they will highlight the thoughts and responses of the Maori and British/Pakeha. As a class students will then create a class timeline and between them negotiate what they think are the most important responses to be illustrate don the timeline.
Students will create a poster that describes the function of the Waitangi Tribunal and the reasoning behind its establishment. Students will then in groups look at a claim brought to the Waitangi Tribunal and become experts on it by researching information. At the commencement of this students will present their information to the rest of the class through a PowerPoint presentation.
	Documentary - ‘What really happened? (Part 1)’ – need to make sure You Tube clip is available or use DVD (will need to find DVD player)
Treaty of Waitangi readings. Computer lab needs to be available during these lessons so that students can do their Power Points. Using the internet for resources. Presentations will need to be put on a USB drive – computer needs to be available for presentation of Power Points.

Computer lab needs to be available for these sessions on Wiki pages. Laptop and projector will need to be available for presentation of the Wiki pages. Prepare You Tube clip or organize DVD player. 

Resource material.

A3 paper for students to design their timeline. Permanent markers and felt tip pens. A number of A3 pages will need to be joint together so that students can construct a class timeline.

Resource material.

A3 paper for the posters. Resources on the Waitangi Tribunal. Resources on large claims under the Tribunal. Computer room needs to be available at the end of these sessions for students to put together their PowerPoint Presentations. Laptop and projector also required for presentation of PowerPoint’s.

	Some of the Maori words may be difficult for foreign students to understand. 

Many foreign students will be unfamiliar with the Treaty of Waitangi – especially if they have just moved to New Zealand. Special attention needs to be given to those who are unfamiliar with both of these concepts.

Some students will be unfamiliar with a PowerPoint presentation and Wiki pages – groups will be designed so competent students will be placed with students who are not so competent.


	Students will be paired up with others who are not so confident in this area. After the first session it will become obvious who is struggling. I will try and keep the groups the same throughout this teaching block.

	Lesson Title
	Learning Intention(s)
	Lesson Focus/Content

	Lesson 1 - Maori and the British – How the relationship was built and led to the signings.

	Students will be able to identify the way the lives of the Maori people changed after the arrival of the British, Traders, and Whalers.
	The lesson will focus on the arrival of Whalers and Traders to New Zealand’s shores. Major lesson focus will be on the way that the lives of the Maori people changed after the arrival of the British.

	Lesson 2 – Missionary impact on the Maori people.

	Students will be able to identify the impact that the missionaries had on the Maori people.
	This lesson will focus on the missionaries that travelled to New Zealand. It will identify the roles that they played in the signing of the treaty and how their influence partly changed Maori culture.

	Lesson 3 – Signing of the Treaty


	Students will be able to explain how the British persuaded the Maori to sign the Treaty of Waitangi.

Students will also be able to assess the response of the Maori on the day of the signing.
	This lesson will focus on the signing of the Treaty and look at a number of ways that the Maori people were persuaded to sign the Treaty. The lesson will also focus on the thoughts of the Maori on the 6th of February 1840.

	Lesson 4 – Signing of the Treaty 
	Students will be able to list the differences between the Maori and English Treaty and discuss how it affected the relationship between the Maori and the British.
	This lesson will focus on the differences in the two versions of the treaty and how these differences created such conflict between two races. The lesson will be highlighting the confusion and expressing a number of views of people that were present on the day.

	Lesson 5 – Pakeha response to the Treaty in 1840 and 1970 – a comparison. 


	Students will be able to compare and contrast the Pakeha response to the Treaty in 1840 and again in 1970. They will also be able to  discuss the reasons for change in response, if any.
	This lesson will focus on the response of the British/Pakeha to the Treaty in 1840, we will then be comparing and contrasting those views to that of the Pakeha in 1970 prior to the establishment of the Waitangi Tribunal. This lesson will highlight any changes in response over the 130 year period.

	Lesson 6 – Maori response to the Treaty in 1840 and 1970 – a comparison.


	Students will be able to compare and contrast the Maori response to the Treaty in 1840 and again in 1970. They will also be able to  discuss the reasons for change in response, if any.
	This lesson is structured similar to the previous lesson; however, it focuses on the response of the Maori. 

	Lesson 7 - Treaty of Waitangi conflict.
	Students will be able to identify conflict between Pakeha and Maori in respect to the Treaty of Waitangi
	This lesson will focus on a number of conflicts that occurred due to the treaty – the 1975 Hikoi on Lambton Quay, and the Bastion Point Protest. This lesson will educate students on why these protests came about and why the Treaty of Waitangi had anything to do with them.

	Lesson 8 – Claims and protest


	Students will be able to discuss the Ngai Tahu claim and highlight the role of the Waitangi Tribunal in the settlement.
	The following two lessons will look at a number of significant claims brought forward to the Waitnagi Tribunal. This lesson focuses on the Ngai Tahu claim and students will learn the who, what, why, when, how about the claim.

	Lesson 9 – Claims and protest


	Students will be able to discuss the Ngati Awa claim and highlight the role of the Waitangi Tribunal in the settlement.
	Focusing on the Ngati Awa claim.

	Lesson 10 – Establishment of the Waitangi Tribunal


	Students will be able to identify the role of the Waitangi Tribunal and highlight the need for such an organisation.
	This lesson will focus on the establishment of the Waitangi Tribunal and highlight the reasons behind it. This lesson will encourage students to think what the country would be like without such a organisation.

	Lesson 11 – The Treaty today and its role on society.


	Students will be able to identify the role that the Treaty of Waitangi has on society today.
	This lesson will focus on the role that the Treaty of Waitangi plays on society today. Its major focus will be related to the resource management act as educate students on how the Treaty becomes involved in environmental management.

	Lesson 12 – New Zealand without the Treaty of Waitangi.


	Students will be able to formulate their own opinion on how New Zealand would operate without the Treaty.
	This lesson will encourage students to think critically about the Treaty of Waitangi and where New Zealand would be if the Treaty did not exist. The lesson will require students to draw on previous knowledge from the unit and list the number of changes (good and bad) that the country would go through.

	Lesson 13 – Future of the Treaty and recap

	Students will be able to question and identify whether the Treaty of Waitangi will still play a crucial role in New Zealand over the next 100 years.
	This lesson will recap the unit and prepare students for assessment. As well as this, we will be looking at the future of the Treaty of Waitangi and discuss whether there will be a need for the Treaty in 100 years. Students will be encouraged to think critically and question ideas.

	Vision – This Unit provides a number of viewpoints on the issues surrounding the Treaty of Waitangi. By completing course work in groups students will become actively involved and participate while sharing their ideas on what the Treaty of Waitangi means to them. This unit also allows a personal connection to the Treaty for many students.

Connection – This unit makes explicit connections to students lives by using learning activities that relate to personal experiences. These personal experiences can be compared against experiences of others in different times and in a different culture.

Outcomes of this unit will be prioritized by distinguishing new learning from existing knowledge. All activities have been designed so that different learning styles are accounted for, all of these will be related back to the learning intentions so links between activities and learning outcomes can be made.

It will draw on the diverse abilities of group members who will be able to participate in whole class discussions. This unit will prepare students for life and allow them to become confidently involved when working in a team environment.

Interest – Unit activities are designed so that they will stimulate the learning of all students and motivate students to participate in class work.

	Values 
Respect – Students will learn to respect the visions and beliefs of a separate culture

Multi-cultural perspectives – This unit recognizes that students from a diverse range of cultural groups are present in New Zealand classrooms. The unit focuses on the traditions, histories and languages of the Maori culture in New Zealand.

This unit also focuses on the European setting as during New Zealand had close relationships, interactions and historical links with the British, especially during the 1830’s and 40’s.
